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Report from June Saturday Stitchers - Absolute Beginners Paper Piecing:

About 10 participants came on Saturday June 19 for Barb Mellon's "very basic" foundation (paper)
piecing workshop.

Barb's style is excellent as she is very well organized and very able to explain steps in great detail.

We went through a few common patterns to see how paper piecing works, as well as some more
complicated designs for those who might like to take the art much further. Sewing along lines of the
paper pattern makes it a 2-sided pattern & therefore easy to recognise the placement sequence
from the back; alternatively you can use a tracing wheel to puncture the paper.

The perforations also make pinning easy as you pin along the same lines.

Other tricks involved frimming with the clever little "add a quarter” rulers, folding back the line to be
stitched next to make sure the new piece is placed with an adequate seam allowance, and
moistening the folded & stitched lines o free the paper once the block is finished.

No pulled stitches and necessity to use super small stitches to make tearing the paper away easier,
as we used to do.

Thanks so much Barb, we all had a really enjoyable day and appreciated the cake too.

Bunbury Quilt Challenge

The Bunbury Quilt Challenge (BQC) was started by Bunbury Patchwork and Quilting Group, in
Western Australia, in 1997 and has been held every year since. Every year the Group sends out a
challenge to quilters world wide to produce a small quilt/wall hanging (maximum size 80cm (31%
inches)). A new theme is chosen each year and a kit is developed to complement the theme.

Entfries have been received from as far afield as the USA, Netherlands, UK, Switzerland, South Africa,
other European countries, and most Australian states. The 2010 theme was “"Magic Moments” for
which 54 entries were received. Helen had several of the entries with her which were passed
around for viewing up close. The theme for the 2011 Challenge, which closes on 21 February 2011,
is “In the Movies”.

Those wishing to participate can purchase a kit comprised of fabric, rules, entry fee and postage.
The cost of the kit is $10.00. All entrants must use 80% of the challenge fabric which measures 28cm
x 30.5cm (11inches x 12 inches). You may use as many other fabrics as you wish. First prize is a
Husgvarna Viking sewing machine.

Report from the Lorraine Cocker Workshop - Quilt As You Go

15 bright-eyed quilters converged on the DPAQ clubrooms over the weekend of 26 and 27 of June
to participate in a workshop with SA quilter and tutor, Lorraine Cocker. Lorraine had offered to
teach a choice of two different quilts during the workshop, however everyone opted for her design
called "Oriental Reflections”. Fifteen quilters equal 15 different choices of fabrics, only a few of
which were oriental in theme, which made for a fascinating stroll around the room as people
worked on their projects.

Lorraine has a strong interest in ‘quilt as you go' techniques and is a meticulous artisan, She brought
a selection of her quilts fo hang around the room both as inspiration and as teaching examples.
She said that she has found seven different QAYG techniques so far.... She had a low key, relaxed
presence in the workshop and is a generous and engaging teacher. The workshop was well-
paced and unhurried, and there was a distinct lack of pressure. During the two days, she was able
to bring everyone along with her to completion of the first block, a not inconsiderable
achievement, and left us with the confidence to go on and finish the quilt. Everyone seemed to be
enjoying themselves immensely, and Lorraine remarked on how friendly and relaxed we were and
how much she had enjoyed the experience herself.

Thanks also to Barb Mellon who acted as Tutor’s Assistant for the two days, including organizing the
morning and afternoon teas, copious “finger pressing”, and generally looking after us.

QUILT AS YOU GO by Annette Stacey

Annette will show you how to make Quilt as you go blocks and your quilt will come
together very quickly.

Fabric: For ONE block you need
4 x 4% inch squares consisting of
2 squares contrasting or tonal feature fabric
2 squares background fabric.
Wadding 1 x 5 inch square of wadding. (Use left over bits)
So bring enough fabric to start your quilt.

6 blocks will make a placemat. 63 blocks for a cot size quilt.

You will probably complete 3 or 4 blocks on the day.

Sewing machine: With usual attachments and in good working order..

Machine thread: Neutral sewing thread, to match your background.

Hand sewing Bring a hand-quilting needle and thimble if required.
You can use the sewing thread or hand quilting thread if
you prefer.

Rotary cutter: With a new blade

Ofther: All your normal bits and pieces, scissors, pins, coffee cup,

etc
