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Before and After Quilt Challenge - Report

This quilting challenge was inspired by an art exhibition held during the 2009 Festival of Darwin
where artists who had abandoned a partly-completed work, or were dissatisfied with a finished
piece, handed it over to another artist to be altered or completed. Photos of the original pieces
were displayed alongside the finished work. On close examination it was found that some pieces in
some way resembled the former artist’s work, while others were barely recognizable. Some had
been turned on their sides, or upside-down, or partly painted out.

Translated into quilting protocols this meant each quilt submitted had to be formally disowned by its
“natural mother” and photographed in its natural state. Each (relinquishing?) bereft quilter’s name
was entered in a draw and allotted another quilter’s piece, to be finished in whatsoever way she
wished ready to display to club members some 4 months later.

There was no embargo on discussion but it was not apparent that much, if any, took place.
Speaking about the experience when the quilts were revealed, each quilter explained the reason
for abandoning the work and the new owner recorded their experiences in altering and finishing
another’s work. All agreed it was a difficult but challenging and absorbing exercise accompanied
by haunting thoughts “What will she think? Will she be upset?’

Although at the outset only six quilts were submitted, some participants and some non-participants
indicated an enthusiasm for repeating the exercise. Perhaps that will happen next year.

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Territory Quilts 2010

Preparations for the Territory Quilts Exhibition are once again in full swing. This year will be the
second time that the Alice Springs Quilting Club will be hosting the Territory Quilts 10 Exhibition
which alternates each year between Alice Springs and Darwin. The Exhibition will include quilters
from throughout the whole of the Territory.

Territory Quilts 10 is a judged exhibition. Quilters may nominate to have their work judged by a
qualified interstate judge, apply for a critique of their work, or just enter the exhibition. The quilt
judged as Best of Show will automatically become part of the Australian touring Best of Show
Exhibition in 2011.

The Exhibition allows quilters from both ends of the Territory the opportunity to view each others
work and compete with a wider range of skills and talents. For the quilt loving public, it signals the
opportunity to view a wider and more diverse range of quilts.

The various categories cater for the differing quilt styles, techniques and skill level. Quilters can enter
in either the amateur, professional or open sections. As well as categories in traditional and non
traditional, there are also categories for group quilts, art quilts and miniature quilts. The junior and
beginner categories are aimed specifically to encourage and support those new to the art and
enjoyment of the craft.

Quiilters throughout the Territory are therefore invited to participate in this event. The closing date
for entries is 1 September 2010. Entry details, handbooks and further information is available from
