Gift Quilt Block to be returned at the Christmas Pa rty 
Suggest large floral for Fabric A and a plain or small print for Fabric B. Need to have strong 
contrast. 
Fabric A. Cut one square, measuring 4 ½ " x 4 ½ " which is the centre square. 
Fabric B. Side Strips - cut 2 side pieces 3" x 4 ½ " and sew them on two sides of the square. 

Top and bottom strips - cut 2 strips 3" x 9 ½ ", sew to top and bottom edges. 
Press and bring it to the party.

If the 
corresponds with the sewing class than we 
can use the iron and the ancient Janome 
that's needle won't shift sideways and 
wont fill a bobbin.  It is amazing what one 
can do with a little screwdriver and some 
imagination when a machine spits the 
dummy.  My old dad who sold singer 
sewing machines would be proud of me.  
English classes are doing well as well.  

Anyway thanks again for your great generosity and I will see you back in Darwin in mid
